U.S. Flag for Active Component Soldiers

Section 644 of PL 105-261 requires the uniformed services to issue U.S. flags to Soldiers who retire from active duty (including Reserve and National Guard soldiers) on or after 1 October 1998. Installation Transition Centers will issue the 3’ x’5 cotton outdoor flags.  Soldiers should direct questions to the Transition Center that out-processed them. U.S. Flag for Reserve Component Soldiers 

Section 652 of PL 106-65 requires the issuance of flags to Reserve and National Guard Soldiers when they complete 20 qualifying years of service for retired pay eligibility at age 60. OCAR supplemental guidance directs the Soldier’s losing command (Regional Readiness Command (RRC) or Direct Reporting Command (DRC)) to prepare the retirement packet, which includes      a 3’ x 5’ cotton outdoor U.S Flag, for submission to the retirement ceremony site NLT 30 days prior to the Soldier’s ceremony date.
